BROAD PURPOSE OF COURSE
An introductory course designed to acquaint pre-service teachers with research and theory underpinning educational technology, the integration of technology into the curriculum, evaluation of non-print instructional materials, and telecommunication resources such as the Internet.

COURSE OBJECTIVES  Upon successful completion of this course students will be expected to:

establish criteria for selecting educational hardware and software,

b.
describe appropriate applications of selected educational technologies, including computers,

c.
list significant events and/or discoveries that have advanced educational technology,

d.
demonstrate effective use of the computer as a productivity tool for teaching and learning,

e.
apply selected multimedia tools,

f.
evaluate hardware and educational computer hardware and software, including programs designed to meet the needs of special populations,

g.
describe research findings and theory bases which underpin the application of electronic technologies in schools,

h.
develop a lesson plan which appropriately integrates educational technology,

i.
describe implications of education computing on such issues as equity, ethics, privacy, viruses, and copyright infringements,

j.
describe the role advanced technologies (e.g., robotics, telecommunications, interactive video, virtual reality, and artificial intelligence) currently play in education and will likely play in the future ones,

k.
compile a portfolio of prescribed variety of resources from the Internet,

l. establish criteria for assessing the accuracy and reliability of online resources,

m. Use electronic technologies to access and exchange information,

n. Employ appropriate technologies to support the Virginia Standards of Learning and other instructional objectives.

TEACHING METHOD   (lecture, laboratory, audio-visual, clinical experience, discussion, seminar, tutorial)

Lectures, demonstrations, group activities, class discussion, student presentations and laboratory approaches.  Students will need access to a computer or plan time to use 


campus facilities to complete outside assignments.
