Rules for exam:

(2) All references to JavaScript below refer to "client-side" JavaScript, which is the kind we have studied in this course.  

(3) You may create this web page and the JavaScript and stylesheets in Notepad or in an HTML editor such as FrontPage or Dreamweaver however you may not use JavaScript functions generated by FrontPage or Dreamweaver.  

(4) Feel free to cut and paste from one file to another in this exam or from existing files.  (5) If you would rather create separate files for the various parts of #1 or #3 (because you think one part may be interfering with another), you are welcome to do so.

1. Create a web page named browser.  (This means that the filename should either be browser.htm or browser.html)  

(a) This web page should display within the web page one of the following three sentences: (1) You are using Internet Explorer, (2) You are using Netscape, or (3) You are using an unknown browser type, depending on what browser the user is using. (15 points)

(b) The page should contain text links to the Microsoft and AOL home pages (4 points) where the links are not underlined (3 points) and are purple (3 points).   

(c) Below the text links, display a blank image on the page using the blank.gif file on your floppy.  When you mouseover the Microsoft link, the Microsoft logo that is contained on your floppy should appear in this place.  When you mouseover the AOL link, the AOL logo that is contained on your floppy should appear in this place.  (15 points)

(d) When a user looks at your page, it should display the number of minutes after the hour of the current time in the following format: It is now 26 minutes after the hour. (10 points)

(2) Create a web page called order.

(a) This page should contain a form that looks like the form at the top of the next page.  (5 points) You need not worry about alignment or size of the textboxes.  When the user enters the number of CDs in the first box, JavaScript in the web page calculates the total cost and displays it in the second box.  Don't worry about displaying a $ sign.  Assume that CD's are $15 each. (15 points)

(3) Use Flash for the following.  Point totals for individual parts are shown so if you can't do part of a section try to do the others.  Make sure you have saved your movie in .fla format to your floppy.

(a) Create a layer named triangle (2 points) which contains a triangle (2 points) where the edges have a thickness of 4 pts. (2 points) and are brown (2 points) and the interior of the triangle is blue (2 points).  The triangle should appear near the top of the screen in frame 1 and near the bottom in frame 20 with the animation of the intervening frames automatically generated by Flash.  (7 points)

(b) Create a layer named bigger (2 points) which contains an animation where a red ball that is approximately 75 pixels across (diameter) (2 points) which starts on the left hand side of the page in frame 1 and gradually changes into a larger green ball on the right hand side of the page in frame 20. (5 points).

(c) Create a layer named actions which stops the animations you created in (a) and (b).  (2 points)  Publish the movie creating a .swf and .html file (2 points) 
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
